With regard to the developments in European integration, the view from a historical perspective

In order to find the right
answers to questions within the historical context, it is not sufficient to examine the comparatively
short era of the nation states. Additional knowledge of Ancient History and Medieval History is
crucial to understand of the development of Modern Europe. The European history study programme
culminating with the Master of Arts degree teaches historical, political and cultural scientific skills
qualifying historians for new occupational fields in the context of increasing European Integration.
