1. Introduction


This document gives formatting instructions for authors preparing manuscripts for the 12th URSI Commission-F Triennial Symposium, 8th-11th March 2011, Garmisch-Partenkirchen, Germany. The authors are requested to follow the instructions given in this document. The entire document should be in Times New Roman Font with single line spacing.
2. Title and Author Details


The title should be in 20 pt bold, author names in 12 pt bold and cursive and the affiliation in 11 pt. For the corresponding author the e-mail address is compulsory.
3. Headings, Sub-headings


Headings must be in 14 pt bold. There must be a line spacing before and after each main heading.
3.1 Example of a Sub-heading


Sub-headings must be in 12 pt bold. Also there is a 6 pt line spacing before each sub-heading.
4. Paper Layout


Manuscripts must be prepared in A4 paper settings, with margins as follows:

- Top = 25mm

- Bottom = 25mm

- Left = Right = 25mm

The document should be in a single-column. The body text must be in 11 pt regular. Number citations should be in square brackets, i.e. [1]. The acknowledgement and reference sections should not be numbered. Do not use page numbers. Paper is limited to eight (8) pages.

5. Equations

Equations should be centred and numbered consecutively, with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin. Use Times New Roman italic for variables, standard for functions, and bold for vectors and matrices. A Greek symbol font should be used for symbols. Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence. Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately following. Use “(1)” not “Eq. (1)” nor “equation (1)” except at the beginning of a sentence, then use “Equation (1) is....”. An example for an equation is:
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6. Figures and Tables


Position figures and tables at the top and bottom of pages if possible. Figure captions must be placed below the figures, as shown in Fig. 1. Tables should have caption with the table number before the table, as shown in Table 1. Figure and Table captions should be in 11 pt regular.
7. Submission of Paper in PDF


For the electronic submission of the conference paper, the Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF) is accepted only.
